Later we return to Kingston with our local driver/guide to take in the Convict Kingston tour -
learn about the history of the various settlements of Norfolk Island, and how those settlements
lived and survived - the Polynesians, the first European settlement of 1788, the convict penal
settlement of 1825, and the arrival of the Pitcairn Islanders in 1856, visit the historic Convict
cemetery.

Tonight, ‘Who Killed the Surveyor?’ Murder Mystery Dinner* at the elegantly restored
Georgian house at No.9 Quality Row. As you enjoy a complimentary glass of wine and a 3
course dinner, hosted by ‘Chief Magistrate Frederick Young’ and his wife Mary, help solve the
mystery of the murder of the young surveyor from Sydney who was found washed up near
Point Hunter.

Two local artists took 16 months to paint the Cyclorama and with an evocative
soundtrack by musician Rick Robertson, history comes to life.

Later this afternoon, we take in the ‘Trial of the Fifteen. Be transported back in time for a
memorable journey through Norfolk’s unique past as the cast portrays 15 colourful characters
from Norfolk’s history.



We end the day with the in-costume Commandants’ Dinner and Show. The factual and
interactive show is a great way to learn about Norfolk’s convict history and how the
Commandants and their families adapted to life on a remote penal island. (B,D)

DAY 07 - THURSDAY: ON NORFOLK ISLAND - TASTE OF NORFOLK TOUR, MUSEUMS
TOUR, ISLAND FISH FRY, PINETREE SOUND & LIGHT SHOW

Enjoy Island style fish served with a selection of
delicious salads and desserts, followed by Tahitian style entertainment. Own drinks available
for purchase.

Later, we transfer to the Pinetree Sound and Light Show. This is a must for the history lover
with a sense of the dramatic! Nightfall at Kingston brings a different mood to the Convict
Settlement with the dramatic use of real life sound together with theatrical lighting and
costumed actors as you are taken through the decades of Norfolk Island’s horrific convict era.

NORFOLK ISLAND CULTURE TOUR, DINNER AT HILLI RESTURANT

amazing majestic home on Norfolk Island with her husband Ric Robinson. This is an exclusive
escorted tour through Ric and Colleen’s home to view some of their priceless collections from
around the world.

This afternoon, we take the Norfolk Island Culture Tour - be immersed in the Island’s rich
cultural heritage, from the first Polynesian Settlement through to the arrival of the Pitcairn
Islanders, the whaling days and to life today.
